How the information you give us will be handled

The work of the Tribunal is religious in nature and is governed by the law of the Roman Catholic Church, known as Canon Law. The Tribunal works to determine the status of the parties and their marriage in Canon Law. 

The Tribunal forms part of the Archdiocese of Westminster. That is a charity registered with the Charity Commission under the name Westminster Roman Catholic Diocesan Trust, and number 233699. That charity is the controller of the information which you give to the Tribunal. The information which you give is handled as set out in this form and in the Privacy Policy for the Archdiocese of Westminster which can be found at https://rcdow.org.uk/privacy/   which sets out your rights. The Data Protection Officer for the charity can be contacted at dpo@rcdow.org.uk
All information given to the Tribunal by the husband and the wife (the parties) and the witnesses is gathered so that the Tribunal has the information it needs to reach a decision on the parties’ marital status under Canon Law. 

The information provided to the Tribunal is processed in accordance with the legitimate interests of the Archdiocese of Westminster, one of which is to ensure that those who marry in a ceremony recognised as binding under Canon Law are eligible to do so.  

That information will usually include statements of the parties and witnesses nominated by them and other documents which parties may choose to provide.  These may include special categories of personal data.  Such information is processed as part of the legitimate activities of the Archdiocese of Westminster, one of which is to provide a Tribunal to determine the marital status of persons under Canon Law.   

The Tribunal normally archives all papers relating to any case which has been completed for a period of up to 20 years after the decision date and keeps the decision itself for a further 65 years. This is because in Canon Law cases concerning the marital status of persons can, in very exceptional circumstances, be re-considered.  Case files concerning applications which have not been concluded may be kept for up to 85 years to enable the parties to pursue cases more easily should they choose to do so. 

There are circumstances in which all or some of this information has to be made available by the Tribunal to other people or organisations.  Those circumstances are:-

1. Information made available to the Parties- The Parties are normally able to read and comment on all of the statements relating to their case but contact details of those providing statements will not be made available to the parties.  In order to exercise the right to read and comment a party will be required to sign a confidentiality agreement and to read them in a supervised setting.    

2. Data protection law -The Tribunal has to provide to any living person who requests it, all of the information which it holds about that person. The Tribunal in doing that will not give out information about anyone else.

3. Safeguarding- Where information is received or a concern, suspicion or allegation is expressed about the possible abuse of a child or adult at risk by a person who is or may be still alive the Tribunal may share the information, in accordance with the law, with statutory authorities and must share this with the Diocesan Safeguarding Co-ordinator. The Diocesan Safeguarding Co-ordinator will deal with the referral according to national Catholic Church safeguarding policies at the time.
4. References to other parts of the Catholic Church - There are some circumstances where information about the case has to be sent outside the Archdiocese of Westminster. This would happen if witnesses live outside the Archdiocese, or if there is an appeal from the decision of the Tribunal. The information may where necessary be sent out of the European Economic Area, for example if witnesses or either the husband or the wife live outside the EEA, or if an appeal or a case needs to be sent to the Vatican to be decided.
